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Editorial Introduction:

In 1780 John Wesley issued A Collection of Hymns for the People Called Methodists. This was
the largest collection he ever published and quickly became the standard for Methodist use.

We do not plan at this point to put this collection on the website, because it is available in the
critical edition of John Wesley’s Works with extensive notes about sources, variant readings, etc.
