*MS Journal skips the last three months of 1741 and all of 1742. There is only one journal letter
(September 23—October 2, 1742) and few other letters to help fill in this void. Several factors likely
contributing to this lacuna. Significant time in early 1742 would have been devoted to preparing the
sermon he preached on April 4 at Oxford. Then, in June 1742, CW suffered the death of his close friend
Robert Jones, and worked through his grief by composing an extended elegy. On July 30, 1742 he lost his
mother Susanna as well. Finally, it appears that while CW continued to minister in several settings
through this year, he was struggling with a debilitating health condition, as he resorted to a transcriber for
his writing (as noted in the Sept. 23, 1742 journal letter).

32CW writes “Tangate,” but surely means Sandgate—an area of Newcastle outside the walls,
chiefly inhabited by keelmen and other common laborers. JW had preached there on May 30.

3CW says “My audience at Tames was twice as large as before.” There is no Tames near
Newcastle, and the best guess is that he is referring to Sandgate, where he preached the day before.

It had been built in 1736 by Elizabeth Ginn for the use
of a Unitarian Baptist preacher, Sayer Rudd. When Rudd fell out of favor with his benefactress and
congregation, the chapel was taken over by the Methodists, who occupied it for more than twenty years.

60,000 persons to petition Parliament to repeal the Catholic Relief Act of 1778, which had permitted
Roman Catholics to purchase and inherit land.
